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If you have a concern about a child or young person, don't ignore it, report it. The safeguarding of
pupils at Ibstock is everyone's responsibility!

What to do if you have a concern

Take immediate action

Is it an emergency? Is the child in
Immediate danger?

Speak to the DSL/DDSL straight
away. In an emergency, if a

member of the Safeguarding
Team is not available, call 999
or make a referral to Children's

Social Care. Record on
MyConcern as soon as possible

afterwards.

Disclosures: All disclosures must be reported on 
MyConcern. Be reassuring but do not promise  confidentiality to the child.
